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Community Playground Pass

Once you have registered on Weduc and you have activated
your account, you will be able to apply for a Springwood
Community Playground pass. This involves filling in a short
form, we will process the information and send a pass home
with your child.

The community playground is at the Swinton site. It can be
accessed after the school day, at weekends and during school
holidays. The pass activates both the pedestrian gate and
large gate so you have access to the carpark.

The playground gate has a carabiner on it. Please make sure
that this is back on when you have finished your time on the
playground.

The pass will also let you gain access to the community
bathrooms.



Parental Engagement
